At just after 5pm on Thursday 8th May, white smoke 

was seen rising from the chimney installed on the 

roof of the Vatican’s Sistine Chapel, indicating that 

a new pope had been elected by the 133 cardinals 

eligible to vote. 
 

Cardinal Robert Prevost, of the United States, has 

been elected as the 267th Pope and the first 

American pontiff in history.   
 

In his speech, which he delivered in front of a 

roaring crown, he called for the Church to “build 

bridges” and also paid tribute to the late Pope 

Francis.
